11728 steevnede Hans Egede ind i fjorden og lagde grunden til det, der i dag
er Gronlands dynamiske hovedstad. Og han kunne ikke have valgt et bedre
sted.

Fjordsystemet omkring Nuuk byder pa naturoplevelser af en sjeelden karat.
Med Sermitsiaq som det karakteristiske vartegn danner fjeldene en dekorativ
ramme om fjorde, bugter og vige og en imponerende baggrund for fotos

En udflugt til indlandsisen, en
fisketur pa fjorden og en vandretur pa Lille Malene er andre muligheder.

Som Grenlands hovedstad, kulturelle centrum og sterste bysamfund,
har Nuuk ikke kun naturoplevelser at byde pd, men ogsa maskedansere,
trommedansere og skuespillere, som gerne underholder ved arrangementer.

Man kan ogsa ga pa opdagelse pa egen hand. Besog f.eks. Katuaq —
Gronlands kulturhus, “Breettet” — hvor lokale fiskere og fangere salger
frisk kad og fisk, Skindsystuen Kittat, Nationalmuseet, smykkekunstnere,
stenvaerksted eller gobelinerne pa Radhuset.

In 1728, Hans Egede sailed into the fjord and established the settlement
which is today Greenland’s dynamic capital. And he could not have chosen
a better place.

The fjord system that surrounds Nuuk has a rare natural beauty. And the
city’s characteristic landmark, Sermitsiag, and other mountains form

an impressive backdrop for photos of the many whales that pass by. An
excursion to the ice cap, a fishing trip on the fjord and a hike on “Lille
Malene” are other options.

As the capital of Greenland, the centre of culture and biggest community,
Nuuk not only offers adventures in nature, but also maskdancers,
drumdancers and actors, who enjoy entertaining.

You can also do your own sightseeing. Visit for example Katuagq -
Greenland’s cultural centre, “Breettet” - where local hunters and fishermen
sell fresh Greenlandic products, Kittat - a skin workshop, The National
Museum, jewellery artists, a stone workshop or the tapestries at City Hall.
